Reading

The first few months will be helping the children settle into school. Eventually

we will read the reading books several times every day. | am very strict when it comes to reading
time. Everyone sits down and we read together following the words with our fingers.

Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. | posi-
tively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand.

After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation
can be checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes

during outdoor play | will give extra reading practice and attention to those who need it.

Core Material



The first few weeks will focus on helping the students settle. After, we will read the core material
reading books. The core material books have some fun stories that use sentences that contain use-
ful words the kids should know.

See, We Can See!, Name That Shape, | Like Sam, Bugs, Bugs, Bugs, Pat, Tap! Tap! Tap!

Weeks 3 - 5 - Unit 3 - Things that begin with the letters |, n, and c. Also includes some short stories
such as Can | Pat It?, Tim Can Tip It, Keep Your Ears Open, Nat and Tip, Tim and Nan, Let’s Go!, We
Go to See Nan, and Can We Go?

Phonics

The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition
and the different sounds they make.

Week 1 - Things that begin with the letter d and practice writing upper and lowercase d.

Week 2 - Things that begin with the letter k. Practice writing upper and lowercase c.

Week 3 - Things that begin with the letter c and practice writing user and lowercase c.

Week 4 - Colour the circle next to the letter the object begins with. Draw a line to connect objects
that begin with the letter d.

Week 5 - Connecting things that begin with the letter n. Things that begin with the letter n and
practice writing upper and lowercase n.

MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module)

MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun
and interesting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn.
